The purpose of this School Fees Policy is to establish a clear and transparent approach to the regulation of
tuition fees for both Al Yahar Private School and its parents/guardians. It is designed to ensure that the tuition
fees reflect the quality of education provided, and that all fees are reasonable and formally approved by the
School Board of Trustees. The policy outlines Al Yahar Private School’s fee structure in detail, along with
the rationale behind any fee adjustments or increases. Additionally, it facilitates a smooth and convenient
process for parents and guardians to fulfill their financial obligations in a timely manner, promoting mutual
understanding and financial responsibility within the school community.

At Al Yahar Private School, we are committed to upholding a transparent, equitable, and responsible
approach to the management of school fees. We believe that our tuition structure should reflect the high
standards of education and student care we provide, while remaining fair, reasonable, and accessible to
families within our school community. Through this policy, we aim to strengthen the trust between the school
and its families, and to support the continued excellence of our educational mission.

Ensuring that all tuition fees are reviewed, approved, and regulated by the School BoT in
alignment with educational value and sustainability.

Communicating any fee updates or adjustments clearly and in advance, with justification
grounded in the school’s operational and academic goals.

Providing structured, flexible, and timely payment options to support families in meeting their
financial responsibilities with ease.

Fostering a culture of mutual respect and understanding by engaging openly with parents and
guardians on any matters related to school fees.
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Our Strategy

Al Yahar Private School collect registration or re-registration fees up to four months ahead of the
commencement of the school year, provided that such an amount is deducted from approved school fees and
does not exceed 5% of school-approved tuition fees.

The registration or re-registration fees are charged only when the student is enrolled, not when applying. We
may retain the registration or re-registration fees collected for each student when he attends any part, or days,
of week 1 of the semester or fail to show up at all without the parent/guardian notifying the school in writing
sufficiently in advance before the commencement of teaching.

There are three instalments for tuition fees in each academic year in order to enable parents/guardians to pay
tuition fees.

The School may collect the first instalment within one month preceding the beginning of the school year.
The first instalment shall be in August.

The School may retain a certain amount of the tuition fees in any of the following cases:

If a student attends any part of week one of the term or fails to show up at all without the
parent/guardian notifying the school in writing sufficiently in advance before the beginning of
a term. In such a case, the school may retain the value of the registration or re registration fees.
If a student attends from one week and up to three weeks in a term, the school may retain the
value of one full month of tuition fees.

If a student attends over three weeks and up to six weeks in a term, the school may retain the
value of two full months of tuition fees.

If a student attends over six weeks in a term, the school may retain the full-term fee.

These cases apply to newly enrolled students as well as students that register after a term has already
commenced. Official holidays and absences from class are considered part of the week. The value of one
month of tuition fees is calculated by dividing the total tuition fees for the school year by ten months. Any
textbook and uniform fees paid to the school are to be refunded to parents/guardians if such have not yet
been used. School administration is to notify the parents/guardians in writing of these conditions upon
registration or re- registration, ideally through a written agreement between the parents/guardian and the
school.

e We will not dismiss students due to a delay in the payment of school fees; however, we may suspend
a student for up to three days but only after sending three warning notices each being one-week in
duration each time to a student’s parents/guardians. Further, YPS may withhold examination report
cards, transfer certificates (or block a transfer on eSIS) and/or refuse re-registering a student for
outstanding dues. While the school has the right to withdraw students’ registration in case of not
paying all the old dues.

The school reserves the right to refuse re-registration of a student for a new academic year and to
withdraw the student’s file if financial obligations are not settled by the end of the current academic
year.

At YPS, we recognize that transparent financial communication is vital to building trust with our school
community. These notes provide parents and guardians with a clear overview of the school’s fee structure,
payment procedures, and related services. Designed to assist families in planning and fulfilling their financial
commitments, the following guidelines ensure that school fees are fair, manageable, and aligned with the
standards approved by the governing council.

Settlement of Outstanding Balances: Parents are required to clear any previous outstanding
school fees in full prior to student registration.

Initial Payment Requirement: The first instalment of the new academic year's tuition fees must
be paid at the time of registration.

Submission of Remaining Payments: The second instalment must be paid at the beginning of
the second term, and third installment must be paid at the beginning of the third term.
Transportation Fees: For students using the school bus service, the service payment is to be
made along with the school main fees and installments apply.

Uniform Fees: These should be paid directly to the authorized uniform supplier contracted by
the school. The fees will match the amount approved by ADEK and are subject to VAT.

Schools should charge parents fees in a
minimum of three installments, and must also
ensure that:

a) The school fees should be collected as
per Private School Policy and Guidance
Manual, policy #39

b) When charged, registration fees are
deductible from the tuition fees. They
must not be more than 5% of the annual
tuition fee.

The school is prohibited from receiving any
financial guarantee or deposit from guardians
to enroll their children, even if the same is
refundable.
